In 1925, Helen Keller challenged Lions Clubs International to become      
ñKnights of the Blind in a crusade against darknessò and that has been a           

major focus of the organization since! With the assistance of  Logan Industries 
and the Sterling Correctional Facility, the Sterling Lions sort 2000 pair of     
glasses each week, that are then distributed throughout the world!  For over      
100 years, Lions Clubs have worked on projects designed to prevent blindness, 
restore eyesight, improve eye health and eye care for hundreds of millions of   
people worldwide. The Sterling Lions Club is heavily involved in sight       
screening in local pre-schools as a part of  the KidSight Program.  

The Sterling Lions participate in all five of these projects, as best we can.
